FWSA RECEIVES MORE PARTNERS IN GRANT
PROGRAM - The Far West Ski Association (FWSA)
announced that the Bergfreunde Ski Club of Portland,
Oregon has become the third ski club to partner in the
FWSA Athletic Scholarship Program. In addition to
Bergfreunde, Skiyente Ski Club and Mountain High
Snowsport Club in the Northwest Ski Club Council, Los
Angeles Council of Ski Clubs, and San Diego Council of Ski
Clubs have partnered to offer grants to deserving junior
racers in their respective areas.
